Dick Burk: As a former Peace Corps Volunteer in Uganda and as the 15 year President of
REACH, Dick has a keen understanding of rural eastern Uganda where REACH operates its
schools and clinics. His leadership is guiding REACH to become the foundation for change
in the surrounding community.

Carole Burk: Carole was an English teacher at a boys’ secondary school for 18 months in
rural eastern Uganda. As a former middle school counselor in Fairfax County, she has
served on the REACH Board of Directors as Sponsorship Director, and has worked closely
with the Head Teacher at Arlington Junior School in Uganda.

This is the sixth group Dick and Carole will lead in Uganda. Previous participants found the
trip "life-changing" due to immersive school and village experiences with students and
their families.
